The Surgeon's Observations

EEGs showed severe cortical dysfunction, and Dr. Stockard
felt that, based on the EEG, patient was unlikely to wake up.
This was reviewed with the family, and they are very
uncomfortable with that statement. I discussed with them
the fact that he has not made significant progress. They feel
that almost any little motion is a sign of improvement and
are still hopeful that he will awaken and participate in
rehabilitation. I have told them that if he did not show any
signs of improvement by six to eight weeks, then I thought
that he should be placed in an extended care facility [i.e., a
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
