It is my prayer, that David’s story could be used as a tool to help other families who are
coping with head injuries. Hopefully, you can get this book into the hands of those who
would benefit from reading it. It offers an alternative to families, and is based on a fairly
unknown therapy, called patterning. This therapy is designed to do in the home using
volunteers. It is taught at The Institutes for the Achievement of Human Potential.
